From Castlebar
(this is also the road from Dublin) c. 25 km

Take the N5 which brings you directly to Westport. Approaching the
town, you will cross over the bridge and continue to drive up Bridge
Street. At the top of Bridge Street, turn right onto Shop Street.
Continue along Shop Street and take a turn left at the Octagon (around
by Super Valu) and a further immediate left furn/sweep up a steep hill.
At the very top of this hill, turn left+ and an immediate right onto the
R335 - Louisburg Road. Travel for about 7 km until you come to Murrisk
Village. Croagh Patrick Holiday Village is on the left hand side (about 100
m from the Tavern Pub). It will be clearly signposted.

From Leenane
(this is also the road from Connemara) c. 40 km

Take the N59 which brings you directly to Westport. Take a left onto
the R335 - Louisburg Road. Travel for about 7 km until you come to
Murrisk Village. Croagh Patrick Holiday Village is on the left hand side
(about 100m from the Tavern Pub). It will be clearly signposted.

From Ballinrobe
(this is also the road from Galway) c. 33 km

Take the N84 in the direction of Castlebar. Take a turn at Partry on to
the R330 in the direction of Westport. Continue all the way into
Westport fown, swing left onto Mill Street, then take a turn on to Shop
Street. Continue along Shop Street and take a turn left at the Octagon
(around by Super Valu) and a further immediate left furn/sweep up a
steep hill. At the very top of this hill, furn left and an immediate right
onto the R335 - Louisburg Road. Travel for about 7 km until you come to
Murrisk Village. Croagh Patrick Holiday Village is on the left hand side
(about 100 m from the Tavern Pub). It will be clearly signposted.
